A graduate specializing in therapeutic, surgical and obstetric activities in veterinary medicine must have professional knowledge, skills and personal qualities necessary for the diagnosis, treatment and prevention of diseases in animals, surgical interventions and obstetric care.



1. Therapy
Professional competencies:

- Ability to diagnose diseases of internal organs in farm, domestic and wild animals.

- Development and implementation of therapeutic and preventive measures for infectious, parasitic and non-infectious diseases.

- Skill in interpreting the results of laboratory tests and clinical diagnostics.

- Application of modern pharmacological means and therapeutic methods taking into account physiological features of animals.

Personal qualities:

- Attentiveness, analytical thinking and tolerance.

- Ability to establish a trusting relationship with animal owners.



2. Surgery
Professional Competencies:

- Carrying out diagnostics of surgical pathologies, including traumas, tumors, congenital and acquired malformations.

- Mastery of surgical intervention techniques: asepsis and antisepsis, anesthesia, primary surgical wound care.

- Ability to use modern instruments and equipment for endoscopy, laser surgery and other high-tech methods.

- Knowledge of the principles of postoperative care and recovery of animals.

Personal qualities:

- High level of responsibility and stress resistance.

- Decisiveness and ability to act under time constraints.



3. Veterinary Obstetrics 
Professional competencies:

- Possession of methods of diagnostics and treatment of pregnancy and labor pathologies in different animal species.

- Carrying out planned and emergency obstetric interventions (manual assistance, caesarean section, stimulation of labor).

- Organization of reproductive health measures for animals, including insemination, pregnancy diagnosis, prevention of diseases of the sexual system.

- Advising owners on rational feeding and housing to maintain the health of pregnant and lactating animals.

Personal Qualities:

- Patience, physical stamina and ability to coordinate actions accurately.

- Ability to make quick decisions in emergency situations.



General qualities of the graduate
- Interdisciplinary approach: the graduate is able to consider the interaction of therapeutic, surgical and obstetric methods.

- Empathy and ethics: attentiveness to animals and adherence to standards of humane treatment.

- Critical thinking: ability to analyze and apply scientific evidence to improve the quality of veterinary care.

- Communication skills: ability to interact effectively with colleagues, animal owners and regulatory agencies.
